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Gulf Coast College & Seminary Transfer Policy 
 

Acceptance of Transfer Credit  
 
1. Students who have completed the Associate degree from a public or private institution will receive 
transfer credit for all college courses passed.  E.g., A. A. from Miami Dade Community College, 
Tallahassee Community College, etc.  
2. Students without an Associate degree will receive transfer credit for all college courses in which 
they received a grade of C or better.  
3. Admission however, does not guarantee that a transfer student automatic admission to all majors, 
minors, or fields of concentration.    You must complete all residency requirements, at the receiving 
institution prior to the granting of any degree.  
4. A student may make an appeal and seek a review to resolve what they feel might change the 
applicability of credits in their individual case.    This process, when applicable is ONLY available 
prior to admission or the next degree level of study.  
 
Institutional Policy  
 
Gulf Coast College and Seminary policies  requires it to coordinate with the State of Florida, Florida 
Council of Private Colleges, and the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools to provide the 
following:  
 
1. An academically sound system of programs that allows each student opportunity to attain their 
educational goals.  
2. Create curricula and degree requirements that enable a student to move as far through the 
educational system as they can.  
3. Assure equitable consideration and treatment for all students.  
4. Create policies that are coherent with other institutions of higher learning, both state and 
independent.  
5. Recognize, when necessary, the diversity of other institutions without perpetuating barriers to 
articulation and transfer.  
6. Develop new programs and curriculum that encourage creative leadership among both past and 
present faculty and students.  
7. Establish routine communication mechanism that will allow information and data exchange with 
other institutions.
